Last Meeting  
 
Speaker:  David Wilkins - Former US Ambassador to Canada   
 
What a treat to have a distinguished speaker such as former ambassador David Wilkins visit our 
club!  And what a captivating presentation.  To a standing room only crowd, in a style that 
seemed almost off the cuff, Mr. Wilkins told us about the challenges of his 4 year assignment as 
Ambassador to Canada.  I think we all learned something new about our neighbors to the north. 
 
When Mr. Wilkins first arrived in Ottawa, the relationship between the US and Canada was 
strained.  Comments in the paper were made that a “what does a southern country bumpkin 
know about us”.  Canada expects a man appointed specifically by the President of the United 
States as the representative of the US government.  They expect a person who has a personal 
relationship with the President.  They expect a man of stature.  Needless to say, in spite of the 
personal appointment from President Bush, a southerner from South Carolina was not exactly 
what the Canadian establishment had in mind. 
 
Ben Franklin said that an “Ambassador is an honorable man sent abroad to lie for his country”.  
Mr. Wilkins fit the honorable man role well.  He represented the United States and repaired the 
relationship between Canada and the US by getting to know people.  As a career politician, he 
knew how to relate to the elected officials.  He was effective at dealing with the sometimes 
tense political climate.  Politicians are politicians … you get to decide how that fits in with 
truth. 
 
Canada is our largest trading partner.  22% of our foreign oil comes from Canada.  Much of our 
uranium comes from Canada.  1.5 billion in trade crosses the boarder annually.  Canada wants 
the US to take a leadership role, but they want to be respected.
